60 Minutes, 6-8 dancers, fully costumed excerpts from any of the mainstage repertory and/or story 
ballets.  Perfect for high school or college performances.  In a theater, this concert is designed for 
student matinee performances or to accommodate when full production requirements or time 
availability is not possible.   

 
 

Mainstage  
This 70-90 minute, full Company concert style performance requires full technical and production 
accommodations.  Typically used as a ticketed event for the general public.  Performances may range 
from a full evening featuring the Company’s extensive repertory selections or one of its enchanting 
story ballets.

Perfect for K-College, this 45-minute to 1-hour program, including a question-and-
answer session, brings together information about dance and disability related issues 
in a fun and informative manner.   
 
The elementary school program is a way to reach children while they are young and 
impressionable.  Secondary and college age students learn an impactful life lesson of 
equality and determination. The company serves as an example of equality with a 
composition of dancers representing a wide spectrum of age, ethnicity, gender and 
physical ability. The Dancing Wheels Company connects with children and adults with 
and without disabilities on a very personal level sharing the vision that dreams can 
become a reality. 
 
Components of an assembly based lecture performance: 
  

Disability, accessibility, the arts, and achieving one’s dreams: 
Through dance and dialog audience members will be entertained and informed in 
a truly unique and inspiring way.  After a series of energetic and engaging dance 
excerpts, audience members will hear a compelling personal story from a dancer 
with a disability.  
This inspiring segment touches on their quest to live a formidable life despite 

barriers  
and obstacles that often exist, as well as the important aspects of accessibility.   

Dancers 
also demonstrate the language of dance through adaptive translation with other 

methods  
of communication such as sign language, shadowing, and audio-description.  The 

final  
message relates to the founder’s dream to dance despite her disability, and her 

desire to 
 make the arts accessible and available to people of all abilities. Personal dreams 

are  
achieved through perseverance, hard work, and belief in oneself.

➘ Walking On Clouds Using stories of equality/Rosa Parks, this piece mixes words 
and movement to explore humanity and the boundaries of differences and equality, 
both emotional and historical-between people with disabilities and people of color. 

➘ Unconquered Warriors infuses traditional Chinese dance with modern dance and 
is based on the Asian culture of the Chinese Warriors. 

➘ Sweet Radio Radicals features music from female singers and songwriters who 
made changes in society through their music.   

 
RESIDENCIES - Minimum 2 dancers (additional fee for culminating assembly-based  

lecture/performance, if desired; please call for details) 
 Residencies last 3-5 days and can conclude with a lecture performance with the 

Dancing Wheels Company.  Students will have the opportunity to learn the Dancing 
Wheels Technique while expanding on one of the following topics: 
 
➘ Inclusion Fusion! incorporates dance with Social Studies and Science Standards 

to address the physics of wheelchair maneuverability, diversity, and accessibility.   
➘ Making A Difference concentrates on influences in dance, disability, 

relationships, and communication (both visual and oral).  
➘ Helen Keller: A Tribute to My Teacher incorporates women’s rights and 

disability.  $1200 for culminating assembly-based lecture/performance. 
➘ Walking on Clouds/Rosa Parks incorporates civil rights and the emotional and 

historical stories of popular civil rights leaders.  
	
  
WORKSHOP -  

Workshops are a great way for participants to become even more involved in the 
world of dance/movement.  The instructors work with participants in a group setting to 
demonstrate the various techniques in adaptive translation for integrated dance.  A 
workshop may be tailored to the specific needs of your organization.
